BRIEF SUMMARY OF DEPLOYMENTS

During 2019 Texas A&M Task Force 1 (TX-TF1) responded to 17 deployments. TX-TF1
responded in support of the Texas Division of Emergency Management 11 times, and was
deployed by FEMA 6 times. TX-TF1 and its members deployed to severe weather, historic
floods, tropical storms, and hurricanes.
